       MINUTES OF THE ATTICA TOWNSHIP BOARD

At a meeting of the Attica Township Board held on April 12th, 2012, at the Attica Township Hall, 4350 Peppermill Road, Attica, Michigan.  The meeting was called to order at 7:06 p.m. by Supervisor Ochadleus.   PRESENT:  Supervisor Al Ochadleus, Clerk Nancy Herpolsheimer, Trustee Phil Madeline and Trustee Richard Lacey. ABSENT: Treasurer Pam Mason.  ALSO PRESENT: The public per the Sign-In Sheet attached.
The minutes of the March 19th, 2012 regular Board meeting were reviewed by the Board; and there being no additions, corrections or deletions;

MOTION by Lacey, seconded by Madeline to approve the March 19th, 2012 Attica Township regular Board meeting minutes as presented.  A vote was taken.  Ayes: All; Nays: None. Absent:  One (Mason).  MOTION CARRIED.

CORRESPONDENCE:  Supervisor Ochadleus reviewed the 2011 Lapeer County traffic counts for Attica Township roads.

TREASURER’S REPORT:   Supervisor Ochadleus gave the following Treasurer’s Report:  General Fund Beginning Balance of $614,383.61, receipts of $70,970.98; Interest of $55.55; Distributions of $47,520.68 for a New Balance of $637,889.46. Public Safety has $165,036.20; Fire Millage has $132,461.79 Fire Department Escrow has $88,118.45 and there is $1,103.27 in the Lake George Road Special Assessment account. 

MOTION by Lacey, seconded by Madeline to approve the Treasurer’s Report as presented. A vote was taken. Ayes: All; Nays: None. Absent: One (Mason).    MOTION CARRIED.

POLICE REPORT:  Deputy Nick Vandenberg gave the following police report:  there were 173 calls in the month of March with 109 of the calls handled by the Township deputies. 

OLD BUSINESS:   

1.
Street Vacation: 
Surveyor Rick Duthler reviewed the Plat of Survey of the Village of Attica and the proposed street vacations. The next step will be to identify property owners in the proposed street vacation sections and hold a Public Hearing followed by board action. Supervisor Ochadleus requested Surveyor Duthler to move forward with staking proposed street vacations. There was lengthy discussion with Surveyor Duthler, Attorney Gildner and the board. Supervisor Ochadleus commended Surveyor Duthler on the phenomenal job he has done for the Township.

Lake Pleasant Special Assessment:
Supervisor Ochadleus and Attorney Gildner met with residents of Lake Pleasant prior to the Board meeting to discuss the weed problem on Lake Pleasant and the process for the residents to request a Special Assessment to treat the weeds. There was discussion. 
NEW BUSINESS:   
1.
Dane Truscott, Water Quality Grant: 
Dane Truscott was not present at the meeting. Supervisor Ochadleus briefly explained the Six Rivers Regional Land Conservancy.
2.
Budget:  
 Supervisor Ochadleus discussed the reduction from last year in Taxable Value of Attica Township property and its affects on the township budget. Wage recommendations are needed from department heads and the Budget Workshop needs to be scheduled. Target for presenting the budget is at the May township board meeting.

Cemetery Status:  
 Supervisor Ochadleus asked Clerk Herpolsheimer for an update on the status of inputting information into the computer cemetery program. Clerk Herpolsheimer reported that all five sections of the Bowerman division are virtually complete. Cain division, Attica South cemetery and the Menonite cemetery will be entered as time allows.

Fire Hall Roof:   The fire hall roof needs to be replaced because of damage caused by the recent storm. The insurance company has issued a check to cover its portion of repairs. There was lengthy discussion regarding asphalt shingles verses a metal roof.  
MOTION by Madeline, seconded by Lacey to authorize Fire Chief Warford and Supervisor Ochadleus, with review by Attorney Gildner, to contract a roofer to replace the fire hall roof not to exceed $40,000. A roll call vote was taken. Herpolsheimer: Aye; Ochadleus: Aye; Lacey:  Aye and Madeline: Aye. Ayes: All. Nays: None. Absent:  One (Mason).    MOTION CARRIED.

Logic and Accuracy Testing for August and November Elections:
Clerk Herpolsheimer requested authorization to hire Election Source to test the ballots for the August and November elections because of the very large ballots. Election Source is certified by the State of Michigan to perform Logic and Accuracy testing. The price is $110.00 per ballot style therefore the price will be $220.00 per election for a total of $440.00 for both elections.

MOTION by Lacey, seconded by Madeline to authorize Clerk Herpolsheimer to hire Election Source to mark and test the tabulators for the August 2012 Election and the November 2012 at a total cost of $440.00. Establish Fee for Staking Inspection:
  The recently amended Accessory Building ordinance requires staking approval by the Zoning Administrator therefore an inspection fee needs to be set. This decision was tabled pending information regarding the fee other townships charge for this inspection.

Reappoint Geri Berry and Bud Fackler to the Planning Commission:
  
MOTION by Herpolsheimer, seconded by Madeline to reappoint Geraldean Berry and Bud Fackler to the Planning Commission for three (3) year terms.  Ayes: All; Nays: None. Absent: One (Mason).    MOTION CARRIED.

FIRE:   Fire Chief Warford reported:

a)
There were 13 fire runs since the last meeting: an accident on I69 at Five Lakes, assisted Dryden on a structure fire and quite a few field fires.

Would like to add some needed safety equipment to the tanker truck while it is in the shop for repairs. Supervisor Ochadleus supported the $8,000.00 - $8,500.00 estimate for the added equipment. The equipment will be purchased with funds from the Fire Escrow account.
