At a meeting of the Attica Township Zoning Board of Appeals held on the 13th day of September, 2012 at the Attica Township Hall, 4350 Peppermill Road, Attica, MI, 48412, the following members were present:  Carol Eisenhardt, William Winslow, Elaine Thayer, Richard Lacey and Kent Gierman. The meeting was called to order at 6:30 p.m. by Chairperson Kent Gierman. 

The Board having reviewed the last meeting minutes of September 5th, 2012 and there being no corrections, additions or deletions:


MOTION by Eisenhardt, seconded by Lacey to approve the September 5th, 2012 Zoning Board of Appeal minutes. A vote was taken.  Ayes:  All; Nays:  None.   MOTION CARRIED.
Chairperson Gierman opened the continuation of the September 5th, 2012 meeting to consider the request of Wayne Barnier and Jennifer Young to be granted a 50-foot setback variance for a pond from three neighboring property lines and a 75-foot setback variance from the applicant’s septic system drain field. 

Land situated in the Township of Attica, Lapeer County, Michigan, described as:

3125 Davis Road, between Five Lakes Road and Evans Road, in Section 6 of Attica Township, Michigan


Supervisor Ochadleus explained that the meeting had been tabled on September 5th because of unanswered questions. Mr. Barnier has submitted lease agreements and drawing of the pipelines on his property. Supervisor Ochadleus stated that he has spoken with Merit Gas Company which has substantiated that the applicant has no choice but to put the pond on the proposed site on the property. After a determination that this is not a self created hardship, inasmuch as there is not another spot on the property that can be utilized for a pond due to preexisting lease agreements for gas utility lines as verified by Attica Township Supervisor Ochadleus.
